A Second Look
Second United Methodist Church

Second United Methodist Church celebrated its 100" anniversary in 1957.
During the year long celebration, there were many special services held at the
morning and evening services. Special Sunday School events were held as well.
The following is an article taken from the daily Millville newspaper.

Bishop Corson At Second Methodist

“The Church must stand for God, for the law of God and for the fellowship
of God.” said the Rev. Dr. Fred Pierce Corson, Resident Bishop of the
Philadelphia Area, in his sermon at the five o’clock one hundredth anniversary
service of the Second Methodist Church yesterday. He concluded his vigorous
presentation with an experience gathered while in China in which the Church is
described as being bound together to protect righteousness.

Present in the congregation were many out-of-town guest and members of
Trinity, the Bishop’s home church. Among them were Mayor and Mrs. Benjamin
H. Corson, Mr. and Mrs. Carlton S. Hughes and Charles Pepper. Also from
Trinity were Mrs. Walter Carpenter and John S. Baker who sang very effectively,
“The Lord is My Shepherd”

Dr. Albert S. Layton, Superintendent of Bridgeton District, made the
afternoon prayer, and the Rev. Richmond Comer, pastor of Trinity, read the
scripture and also recalled the day when his father was a member of Second
Church. The Youth Choir directed by Mrs. Walter Smith, sang a difficult selection
with great skill. Mrs. George Moloney, president of the Friendship class,
presented Bishop Corson with a church plate.

In the morning service, Dr. Benjamin F. Allgood, of the Division of National
Missions, and former pastor of Second church, delivered an excellent sermon on
History and Heritage. Leonard R. Parks, a former official of the church and now
supervisor of schools in Cedar Grove N. J., spoke on what the church had meant
to him. A beautiful basket of flowers was in memory of his parents, Mr. and Mrs.
B. Frank Parks.

There were 388 present in the Sunday School session where Nancy
Radcliffe Karpolorich read an original anniversary poem revealing the influence
the church had brought to bear in her life.

History Note: One of the stained glass windows in the sanctuary bears the name
of Mr. Josiah Comer and his wife Amy Comer; Mr. Comer was an original trustee
of the church. This window is on the Church Street side, second window from
alter.
